electrical connection

Check that the mains voltage matches with the voltage on
the data plate inside the canopy cooker hood. Check that
the installation complies with standards of local building,
gas and electrical authorities. Before connecting to the
mains supply ensure that the mains voltage corresponds
to the voltage on the rating plate inside the cooker hood.

Follow these instructions carefully to avoid
an electric shock or fire.

e Young children should be supervised to ensure they
do not play with the cooker hood.

e This appliance is not intended for use by persons
(including children) with reduced physical, sensory
or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and
knowledge, unless they have been given supervision
or instruction concerning the use of the appliance by a
person responsible for their safety.

(maximum) for cleaning to reduce the risk of fire.

e Always switch off gas burners before you remove
pots or pans.

e Do not leave lit gas burners exposed due to the risk
of fire.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by
the manufacturer or its service agent or similarly qualified
person in order to avoid a hazard.

safety warnings - for the installer

When installing the cooker hood, make sure you adhere
to the minimum and maximum distances from the cooker
hood base to the hob or barbecue. surface (as per table in
“Installation” section).

exhaust flue installation

The following rules must be strictly followed to obtain
optimal air extraction.

e Keep exhaust flue short and straight
e Do not reduce the size or restrict exhaust flue.
e Keep bends in the exhaust flue to a minimum.

¢ When using flexible flue always install duct with helix
pulled taut to minimise pressure loss.

e Failure to observe these basic instructions will
drastically reduce the performance and increase the
noise levels of the cooker hood.

Exhaust air must not be discharged into a wall cavity,
unless the cavity is designed for that purpose.

The exhaust from the cooker hood must not be
discharged into any heating flue, which may carry
combustion products from other sources.

NOTE: Exhaust cover is supplied as an optional accessory.

We do not recommend venting into ceiling cavity.

NOTE: To ensure optimum performance of the cooker
hood, the use of 200 mm diameter rigid ducting is
recommended. The use of bends should be avoided.
Rigid flexible ducting is suitable, although loose flexible
ducting is unacceptable. All ducting must be fire retardant.

At the end of cooking if the timer is activated, the cooker
hood will continue to run for an additional 5 minutes to
remove any odours that remain at the completion of
cooking.

During the 5 minute period the fan speed will gradually
reduce until the canopy turns itself OFF.

Note: If lamps are on when timer function is used, the
lamps will remain on.

When the timer function is activated the “ Timer ” LED
indicator will iluminate and the previously selected fan
speed LED indicator will turn off. To deactivate the timer,
press the timer button again or press a fan speed button
to resume normal operation.

Press the ‘lamp’ symbol to turn the lamps ON, The first
press will set the lamps to maximum intensity. The second
press will set the lamps to half intensity. The third press will
turn the lamps OFF. Lamps will now be ready to be turned
on again.



MAINTENANCE AND CLEANING

& WARNING!

Before maintenance or cleaning is carried out,

the canopy cooker hood should be disconnected
from the main power supply. Ensure that the cooker
hood is switched off at the wall socket

and the plug removed.

& WARNING!

External surfaces are susceptible to scratches and
abrasions, so please follow the cleaning instructions
to ensure the best possible result is achieved without
damage.

stainless steel surface

These instructions must be followed to avoid a fire risk.
Clean stainless steel surfaces using non-abrasive cleaning
products that are specifically for use on stainless steel.

To ensure best results also use an even pressure and
follow the grain of the stainless steel. Use of a soft cloth
reduces the risk of scratching. If the cloth is wet ensure
that a dry soft cloth is used to wipe down the surface
again reducing the risk of any surface rust appearing.

cleaning grease filters

The filters can be cleaned by hand or dishwasher. After
cleaning ensure the filters are completely dry before
refitting. Grease filters must be removed every four weeks
(maximum) for cleaning to reduce the risk of fire.

e By hand Soak in warm water and some washing up
liquid. For stubborn grease stains use a soft nylon
brush to help remove these stains.

¢ |n adishwasher Ensure that placement of the
filters is made so as to not impede the function of
the dishwasher spray arm. Washing the filters in
a dishwasher may cause discolouration over time
although it will not effect their performance.Filters
should be washed separately to crockery and other
kitchen utensils.

removing filters
Remove filters by pulling down the latch to disengage the
lock pins. (Fig. A)

As lock pins are disengaged pull the filter slightly toward
you and then lift the filter up slightly to clear the bottom
filter support panel. (Fig. B)

removing filter support panels

To remove bottom filter support panel, hold the panel at
each end and lift, then push the panel in. (see arrows in
Fig. C). This will disengage the panel support pins to allow
removal of the panel (Fig. C)

& Do not use the cooker hood without
filters installed.

& Do not clean the canopy cooker hood with water
using a hose or high pressure cleaner.

inner panels and trough

After each use the inner panels and trough should be
wiped clean with non-abrasive cleaning products to
prevent excessive build up of oils/grease.

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CHANGING THE HALOGEN LAMPS

& WARNING!
Ensure lamp is cool before removing.

Using a small flat blade screw driver remove the inner
stainless steel ring to obtain access to the halogen globe.
When removing the inner ring, do so carefully, as the glass
lense could easily fall out of the inner ring. Remove the
halogen globe, whilst cool, and replace carefully with a
new globe.

e Check that a fan speed has been selected.

¢ Check that fan speed is high enough for the task.

® The grease filters are clean.

¢ The kitchen is adequately vented to allow entry of fresh air.
e Check ducting and outlets are not blocked.

The cooker hood has switched off during
operation

¢ The safety device may have tripped — turn off the cooking
appliance and wait for the device to reset. If the hood is
installed below the heights indicated in the installation
instructions the motor will cut out frequently which will damage
the cooker hood.
